So I
always order this with a cup of black coffee.

We can have much fun in this restaurant because the food is cooked just in front of us and
served by the chefs. We sit around the table for eight people. Our chef brings all ingredients to
the table and starts a theatrical performance of preparing the food. The chef chops and grills



meat, fish and vegetables. Then he serves our freshly cooked, juicy and steaming hot food. Both
adults and children enjoy the show.

I really love my evening meals at “Tokyo” restaurant. It offers outstanding food, great
service and unforgettable entertainment.
